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1 Reason for Change

The Gap Analysis of the EVVM ER document in the Beijing meeting on 9 November 2011 has resulted in identifying a number of sections of the ER needing partial or complete changes. This CR addresses the changes needed to fill the gap for the description of the Underlying Infrastructure section of the ER document, Section 6.3.1.16. The text used for this CR comes from a partial adaptation of the text in the OMA CPM AD.

Change 1:  Filling the gaps in Section 6.3.1.16 Underlying Infrastructure 
6.3.1.16
Underlying Infrastructure
The underlying infrastructure provides IP-based functionalities that are essential for the EVVM Enabler’s functional entities to perform.  The underlying infrastructure itself performs a number of functions that MAY be needed to support the EVVM Enabler for:

· Routing the EVVM’s IP signalling

· Providing address resolution services

· Providing charging information
· Accessing external resources
In a secondary and underlying role to support connectivity, the network infrastructure can: 

· Perform authentication and authorization of the EVVM User at the EVVM Client based on the EVVM User’s service subscription
· Provide and maintains registration of EVVM Clients and their associated EVVM Address(es)
· Provides support for the EVVM User address anonymity in the IP signalling as described in various IETF specs, e.g., [RFC3325].

· Provides list of registered devices and their capabilities.

· Provides NAT traversal support for establishing and maintaining 
Internet protocol connections traversing multiple network address translation (NAT) 
gateways.
Any interface exposed by the underlying network infrastructure and used by the EVVM functional entities is viewed as an I2 interface in the context of the OMA Service Environment (OSE) as described in {OMA-OSE]. These interfaces are used by those EVVM functional components requiring IP functionality. 

When the underlying infrastructure network is a 3GPP IMS or 3GPP2 MMD network, its interfaces are specified in 3GPP [3GPP TS23.228] or 3GPP2 [3GPP2 X.S0013-002], respectively, and their utilization by OMA enablers SHALL comply with the rules described in [OMA-IMS-AD].
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
