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1 Reason for Change

The Gap Analysis of the EVVM ER document in the Beijing meeting on 9 November 2011 has resulted in identifying a number of sections of the ER needing partial or complete changes. This CR addresses the changes needed to fill the gap for the description of the Underlying Infrastructure section of the ER document, Section 6.3.1.16. The text used for this CR comes from a partial adaptation of the text in the OMA CPM AD.
This R01 version addresses the following two comments raised during the R&A process of xx-yy January 2012:

Comment from Comverse: Improper use of normative MAY: "functions that MAY be needed". It is not testable and makes no sense to impose MAY on "functions". Proposal: to use lowercase. // there are many details that are not specified (e.g. "providing address resolution" - which addresses ? how ?, "providing charging information" - to whom ? in what format ?, "accessing external resources" - which resources ? what for ? how ? when ?). Since all of these are out of scope, we should not bother with the exhaustive list. Proposal: replace the list with 1-2 concrete examples of what the underlying infrastructure can do. // typo: { --> [ // last paragraph - underlying infrastructure is out of scope, so how can we mandate its interfaces ? // "utilization by OMA enablers SHALL comply with the rules described in [OMA-IMS-AD]" - is this testable ? how ? which EVVM component is to be tested to verify this normative requirement ?
Comment from RIM: 1. The non-IP based stuff (such as SMS and MMS )are missing from the description. Could be added later, so we won't object at this point of time on this. 2. There are a good deal of editorials in the text. For example, the "underlying network infrastructure" has been promoted to be a functional component - as such, it should be capitalized. The normative language needs to be fixed before it goes into the spec. For this, we need to object (normative requirements need to be testable). 3. Can we keep it short and simply say that it provides the transport layer for the endpoints in connection-oriented fashion (TCP/IP, UDP/IP and SIP/IP) and connectionless fashion (WAP, SMS, MMS)? Also, there's a lot more to it than address resolution. (BTW, what is IP signalling?) so removing the list might be a better idea than attempting to clarify it. (See how it's done under Device). Lastly, it is a bit strange that charging is listed here because a) charging aspects are usually addressed by an Enabler in OMA, and b) there are no requirements for charging. 4. Did you consider adding text about intelligent networks? (in relation to the EVVM-HLF-003 requirements) 5. The secondary role list is a bit strange. Some of items on the list are questionable. Could the list be removed? 6. What is an "EVVM Address"? 7. Regarding the second last paragraph. Why are we concerned how interfaces (that are out of scope) are seen in other enablers? Also, it seems that these interfaces can be IP only (so, SMS and MSS are automatically discounted). 8. We need to object to the last paragraph. The EVVM Enabler is supposed network-agnostic; we only need a TCP/IP pipe and SMS or SIP Push, all of which are independent of any other OMA specifications.

Proposed resolution: Agreed with all comments except on from RIM whether or not this author intended to add “text about intelligent networks?”  The answer is no.

The Underlying Network Infrastructure provides IP-based functionalities that are essential for the EVVM Enabler’s functional entities to perform.   It performs a number of functions that are needed to support the EVVM Enabler , e.g., routing EVVM’s IP signalling.

Any interface exposed by the Underlying Network Infrastructure and used by the EVVM functional entities is viewed as an I2 interface in the context of the OMA Service Environment (OSE) as described in {OMA-OSE]. These interfaces are used by those EVVM functional components requiring IP functionality. 

When the Underlying Network Infrastructure is a 3GPP IMS or 3GPP2 MMD network, its utilization by OMA enablers will be according to the rules described in [OMA-IMS-AD].
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
