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1 Reason for Change

This contribution provides several changes on section 7.3.2 and there is no other change on its sub-sections.
The main reasons of the changes are: 
· All the preferences are managed by the XDMS serving for EVVM Enabler (EVVM-XDMS), and the EVVM Client(s) and EVVM Server(s) exchange the preferences via EVVM-XDMS, no direct way. 
· When the preferences changed, the EVVM-XDMS will notify the EVVM Server(s) and/or the EVVM Client(s), so, it is redundant to require the EVVM Server(s) to notify the EVVM Client(s) the changes and to sure the changes are available, again.
The followed are further background information and clarifications of the above views. 
1) Service preferences -- global service preferences

BOSS: Business and Operation Service System.
Notes: The operator of the Service Provider manages the global service preferences via BOSS or other relevant system. When the EVVM-XDMS finding change(s) of the global service preferences, it will notify the EVVM Server(s) and EVVM Client(s) to refresh the specified information.
2) Service preferences -- EVVM Servers Capabilities
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Notes: The EVVM Server manages its preferences (capabilities) by EVVM-XDMS. When the EVVM-XDMS finding change(s) of the server preferences, it will notify the EVVM Client(s) to refresh the specified information.

3) User preferences
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Notes: The operator of the Service Provider (or the user) manages the user preferences via BOSS or other relevant system. When the EVVM-XDMS finding change(s) of the user preferences, it will notify the EVVM Server(s) and EVVM Client(s) to refresh the specified information.

4) Client preferences -- EVVM Clients Capabilities
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Notes: The EVVM Client manages its preferences (capabilities) by EVVM-XDMS. When the EVVM-XDMS finding change(s) of the client preferences, it will notify the EVVM Server(s) to refresh the specified information.

6 Detailed Change Proposal
Change 1:  Update Section 7.3.2, Preferences, and no change on its sub-sections.
7.3.2 Preferences

Preferences are the common name for EVVM-related information, such as settings, capabilities and policies. The OMA EVVM Enabler organizes all preferences into XML documents and uses the XML Document Management Enabler [OMA XDM] to manage these XML document. Therefore, the EVVM Client must have access to an XDM Client residing in the device. Similarly, the EVVM Server must have access to an XDM Client residing in the Server Domain. The interactions between the Device and the XDM Client in the Device as well as the interactions between the EVVM Server and the XDM Client in the Server Domain are out of the scope of this specification.

OMA EVVM defines three sets of preferences, based on whose preferences we refer to:

· Service preferences, in section 7.3.2.1.

· Client preferences, in section 7.3.2.2.

· User preferences, in section 7.3.2.3.

The corresponding document structures, authorization policies, validation constraints are defined in [OMA EVVM XDM]. Consequently, all EVVM Clients and EVVM Servers MUST adhere to the requirements defined for the corresponding application usages in [OMA EVVM XDM].
When the EVVM Server is started, it SHOULD retrieve a fresh copy of client and user preferences from the XDMS rather than relying on possibly incorrect cached information. The EVVM Server MUST register with the XDM Client residing in the Service Domain to ensure that it receives notifications from the XDMS about changes in XML documents that contain client or user preference updates. When the EVVM Server receives a notification from the XDMS about changes in the client or user preferences, it MUST retrieve the appropriate XML document(s) and apply the new preferences within. 
When the EVVM Client is started, it SHOULD retrieve a fresh copy of service and user preferences from the XDMS rather than relying on possibly incorrect cached information. The EVVM Client MUST register with the XDM Client residing in the Device to ensure that it receives notifications from the XDMS about changes in XML documents that contain service or user preference updates. When the EVVM Client receives a notification from the XDMS about changes in service preferences, it MUST retrieve the appropriate XML document and apply the new preferences immediately. 
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
