7.5.4 Delivery/read report handling
7.5.4.1 Delivery reports

The EVVM Server MUST generate a DSN message after receiving a voicemail if the voicemail requests a delivery report (see VVM 1.3).
When the EVVM Server receives a DSN message from the Forwarding Gateway or a remote EVVM Server and the DSN message is destined for an EVVM user served by this EVVM Server itself, the EVVM Server MUST deposit the DSN message into the original voicemail sender’s voicemail box according to the identifier carried in the SMTP RCPT To command.

Change 2:  Update section 7.5.14, Read reports.

7.5.4.2 Read reports

The EVVM Server MUST generate a MDN message after receiving a voicemail containing a MDN request (see VVM 1.3).
When the EVVM Server receives a MDN message from an EVVM Client, the Forwarding Gateway, or a remote EVVM Server and the MDN message is destined for an EVVM user served by this EVVM Server itself, the EVVM Server MUST deposit the MDN message into the original voicemail sender’s voicemail box according to the identifier carried in the SMTP RCPT To command.

4. Delivery/read report handling
4. Delivery report
After fetching a DSN message from the EVVM Server, the EVVM Client SHALL display the delivery report to the EVVM user. The EVVM Client SHOULD match the Original-Envelope-ID contained in the incoming DSN with the Message-ID contained in the original sent voicemail.
4. Read report
After fetching a MDN message from the EVVM Server, the EVVM Client SHALL display the read report to the EVVM user. The EVVM Client SHOULD match the Original-Message-ID contained in the incoming MDN with the Message-ID contained in the original sent voicemail.
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
