The wording in 7.6.2.3 ("If a Draftbox is provided to the EVVM User") needs to be improved to avoid confusion or misinterpretation (who provides it ? how ? etc.). Proposed rephrase:"If the EVVM Server supports the Draftbox, then upon receiving an IMAP APPEND command that requests to store a voicemail in the EVVM user’s Draftbox, the EVVM Server MUST deposit the received voicemail received via the APPEND command into the EVVM user’s Draftbox."

[ZTE] OK.
RIM:

We sent the following email to ZTE but got no response (hence, we need to object):

I did not see any changes made on 7.5.2.4.2 Storing draft voicemails locally. Did you consider these comments?:

I would drop the first paragraph and word the second one like this:

Procedures local to the device are out of scope. However, if the device supports storing voicemails locally, it should also support editing stored voicemails and submission of voicemails using the procedures defined in section 7.4.2.2.

[ZTE] Yes. But it needs to be discussed on-line with EVVM group to see if it is necessary to keep the local storage procedures. 
In addition:

we cannot support the redefinition of the APPEND command in 7.6.2.3 Storing draft voicemails in the Server Domain. We can reference it, but not redefine it.
[ZTE] This CR just uses the APPEND command defined in RFC3501 as reference, not to redefine it-
another issue is that the service provider policies might not allow storing the message.

Here are a few suggestions:

This should go elsewhere (since you reorganized the document, you can find a good place for it):

The EVVM Server MAY provide Draftbox.

[ZTE] For EVVM Server, it is “MAY”. 
This should go to the client procedures because it will be the client requesting the action:

If the EVVM Server provides the Draftbox, the EVVM Client MUST use the Draftbox (serviceprefs-final/prefs/mappings) to store draft voicemails, greetings, etc.

The server procedure is simple:

If the EVVM Server provides the Draftbox, the EVVM Server MUST support the APPEND command as described in [RFC3501] with the following clarifications:

- the EVVM Server MAY reject the request when the user's quota is not sufficient. Editor's note: quota have not been specified yet.

- the EVVM Server MAY reject the request when the total size of the message exceeds the limitation set by the service provider (serviceprefs-final/prefs/bounds@maxvmsize).
[ZTE] There is no need to standardize that.

6 Detailed Change Proposal
Change 1:  Update section 7.3.5, Mailboxes.
4. Mailboxes

The OMA EVVM Enabler reuses the special mailboxes defined in [OMTP VVM], and, in addition, allows using assigning names to mailboxes that are otherwise not supported (such as international characters).

The [OMTP VVM] specification defines the following special mailboxes:

· Inbox “folder”, referred to as Inbox in EVVM.

· Greetings “folder”, referred to as Greetings in EVVM.

OMA EVVM follows the same principle and defines additional special mailboxes:
· Draftbox, used to store draft voicemails, see sections 7.4.2.4.3 and 7.5.2.3.

· Outbox, used for submitting voicemails for delivery, see 7.4.7.

· Sentbox, used to store sent voicemails, see [editor to add cross-reference to server-server operation, TBD].

· Spambox, used to isolate voicemails identified as spam, see [editor to add cross-reference to TBD].

· Trash, used to store deleted voicemails, see [editor to add cross-reference to TBD].

All special mailboxes are logical, meaning that there is no actual storage-level mailbox name implied, see section 7.3.5.1.

The EVVM Server MUST provide Inbox, Greetings and Sentbox at all times.

The EVVM Server MAY provide Draftbox, Outbox, Spambox and Trash. All EVVM Clients and EVVM Servers MUST support all special mailboxes and support management of those that exist in the service preferences (7.3.2.1).

OMTP VVM clients have no knowledge of the special purpose of these mailboxes. Consequently, they are going to treat all mailboxes defined in EVVM as user-created mailboxes. Therefore, the EVVM Server MUST refuse any requests other than deletion from OMTP VVM clients to make changes in Sentbox and Spambox.

Change 2:  Update section 7.5.2.4.2, Storing draft voicemails locally.

5. Storing draft voicemails locally
When a voicemail is being composed as specified in section 7.4.2.1, Voicemail composition, the EVVM Client can store the voicemail as a draft voicemail locally in the EVVM user’s device, subject to the device capabilities.
If a voicemail has been stored as a draft voicemail in the EVVM user’s device, the EVVM Client can retrieve the stored voicemail, allow the user to continue editing the voicemail, and submit the voicemail with the procedures specified in section 7.4.2.2, Voicemail submission.
Change 3:  Update section 7.5.2.4.3, Storing draft voicemails in the Server Domain.

When a voicemail is being composed as specified in section 7.4.2.1, Voicemail composition, the EVVM Client MAY store the voicemail as a draft voicemail in the EVVM user’s Draftbox via an IMAP APPEND command as specified in [RFC3501].

If the EVVM Client supports storing draft voicemails in the EVVM user’s Draftbox, the EVVM Client MUST also support retrieving a stored draft voicemail via an IMAP FETCH (or UID FETCH) command as specified in [RFC3501], allowing the user to continue editing the draft voicemail locally or submitting the voicemail for delivery.

Change 4:  Update section 7.6.2.3, Storing draft voicemails in the Server Domain.

If the EVVM Server supports the Draftbox and a Draftbox is provided to the EVVM user, upon receiving an IMAP APPEND command that requests to store a voicemail in the EVVM user’s Draftbox, the EVVM Server MUST deposit the received voicemail into the EVVM user’s Draftbox.
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
