When one or more voicemails need to be reported as spam(s), the EVVM Client SHALL generate a spam-reporting message with a spam-reporting request defined as below, according the [RFC5234], see appendix D.4”Spam-reporting message format”
 spam-report  =  “Action” “:” action-type “;” “UID” “=” voicemail-uid “;” “Type” “=” spam-type, 
The EVVM Client SHALL deposit the generated message into the EVVM user’s Spambox via an IMAP4 APPEND command, as specified in [RFC3501].

After reporting some voicemails as spams, the EVVM Client SHALL be able to change the spam types or withdraw the spam reports of some voicemails.

The EVVM Server SHALL assign a Spambox, a specially defined mailbox/folder, to each EVVM user. The EVVM Server SHALL support receiving spam-reporting messages in an EVVM user’s Spambox via the EVVM Client’s IMAP APPEND commands, as specified in 7.5.7 “Spam Reporting”.
The EVVM Server MAY process and report spam voicemails to the service provider. How to process and report the spam voicemails is out of scope, depending on the implementation and deployment

NOTE: in the above examples, two types (i.e. phishing and malware) of spam are defined, and

 “uid1” and “uid2” are the UIDs of two voicemails;


“New” means to report a new voicemail as a spam.


“Withdraw” means the voicemail is no longer a spam.


“Update” means to update the type of the spam voicemail.
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
