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1 Reason for Change

At the last EVVM F2F meeting, the Contribution CR #2012-0097R01 from DTAG was agreed which suggested adding interface ISTI to the Figure 3 and figure 13. Meanwhile, there are not any explanation for the three interfaces, Isrv-internal, Idev-internal and ISTI in the two Figures. So, this contribution suggests adding new explanations of the three interfaces listed below:

- NOTE1: Isrv-internal, the internal interfaces between the EVVM Server and other components in Server Domain, which are out of the scope of EVVM 1.0.

- NOTE 2: Idev-internal, the deviced-based interfaces between the EVVM Client and other components in user’s Device, which are out of the scope of EVVM 1.0.

- NOTE 3: ISTI, the interfaces provided by OMA STI Enabler, the EVVM Server MAY use the abilities to transcode the media item in a voicemail from one format to another.

This contribution also suggests closing the CONRR comments B110.
