TUI settings
The TUI settings are comprised of various settings: a password, a language indicator and a status flag. The password is used to access the TUI. The language indicator contains the user’s choice language for the TUI. The status flag indicates whether the user accepts voicemails via the TUI or not (true means yes, false means no).
Since TUI is not in the scope of this specification, there are no normative requirements imposed onto the TUI.
The EVVM Client MUST ensure that the language choice is one of the TUI languages disclosed in the service preferences (see section 7.3.2.1 “Service preferences”).
The EVVM Client MUST NOT change the status flag when the user is not allowed to control it, see TUI limitations in section 7.3.2.1 “Service preferences”.
The EVVM Client MUST ensure that the TUI password meets the requirements imposed by the service provider, see password strength requirements in section 7.3.2.1 “Service preferences”.
