R01 addresses the following comments received via Decision-Making R&A Ref : EVVM-12-012  From 2012-04-23 at 08:00 GMT to 2012-04-29 at 18:00 GMT:

	China Unicom: The original Appendix D.2.1 provides several useful information of reusing CPM-MSG and CPM-MSS, from the perspectives of authentication, folder manager, stored object management, and acess control. It's better to keep those sections.

RIM: An interpretation of the CPM-MSG interface is not desirable, not even in an informative manner. It’s best left in the OMA CPM Enabler.

	China Unicom: The original Fiture 14 depicts the relationship between EVVM Server and CPM-MSS, and deployment of the CPM-MSC. It can show how to deploy the CPM-MSS and CPM-MSC when the EVVM-based service reuses CPM Enabler. The new one provided by this CR only show the relationship between EVVM Server and CPM-MSS, and it's only CPM businesses of how the CPM components acess CPM-MSS. Keeping original section D.3.1 is better.

RIM: This CR does not change anything on Figure 14 (it inserts a new section in front of it), so RIM does not understand the meaning of this comment.

	ZTE: External storage case is not a deployment option but an alternative solution.

RIM: It does not matter what we call it, in the end, it is a choice by the service provider when the service is deployed.

	ZTE: CR70R03 provides some missing descriptions of the alternative solution and the next thing that we need to do is to move all the relevant descriptions from AD and TS to the appendix section. See comment B021.

RIM: As said in the B683, RIM’s problem is not the missing descriptions. RIM’s problem is that an Enabler is being re-interpreted in another Enabler. That should never happen. Whatever text or figure we add should not tell what the other Enabler does and how; this Enabler should only mention that such choice is available. The rest is out of scope.

	Ericsson: Drop this section. The use of a CPM-like MSS may be considered in a future version of EVVM. For the 1.0 release, any such deployment remains an internal EVVM Server implementation choice.
RIM: While we fully agree, members of the EVVM group insisted in the past that we include “something”. The information added here is minimal, and completely neutral. We ask Ericsson to raise this concern while R01 is discussed; dropping the new section in a new revision is easier than adding if back again.


R01 does not include any changes other than the responses above because that only change proposal came from Ericsson.

This deployment option allows the service provider to co-locate the voicemail messages with other stored objects of the subscribers in a centralized location, the CPM Message Storage Server. The CPM Message Storage Server is accessible via the CPM Enabler’s Participating Function and Remote CPM Environments, allowing the EVVM users to enjoy the benefits of a converged IP messaging service.
