R01 addresses the R&A comments from Comverse and RIM as below:

[RIM]The content being added are not IMAP keywords. The section in the ER document as well as the ADRR comments on the other hand talk about IMAP keywords. Consequently, this CR appears to be an attempt to hijack a series of ADRR comments to add new content into the ER. In addition, the WG has agreed in the past that we do not use the IMAP CAPABILITY command - I am not aware of any decisions that would have changed that.
[China Unicom]It talks about the IMAP keywords surely, for extended server capabilities.
[Comverse] We object the XVM2NONVM command. It should be the role of the Forwarding GW, not the EVVM Server. At the very least the name should mention forward rather than "non-vm", as we have indicated many times.
[China Unicom] Forwarding is the role of the Forwarding GW, however the command will be initiated by the EVVM Server if the EVVM Client requests.
[Comverse] XSPAMREPORT – processing and receieving spam reports is not the same. Processing is out of scope, receiving is trivial and requires nothing else. 

[China Unicom] Yes, new revision only talks about receiving.
[Comverse] What is XCLIENTID command ?
[China Unicom] Drops the XCLIENTID keyword for considering whether to using the solution defined in the RFC2971.

Change 1:  Update section 7.3.7
7.3.7 Extended Server Capabilities






The EVVM Server SHALL inform the EVVM Client of the capabilities supported by the EVVM Server , following the rules defined in the IMAP protocol [RFC3501].
In addition to the capabilities specified in [RFC3501], OMA EVVM defines several new capability names as follows:
· ‘XVM2NONVM’, which indicates the EVVM Server supports forwarding voicemails towards non-VM services, i.e., SMS, MMS or e-mail;
· ‘XSPAMREPORT’, which indicates the EVVM Server supports receiving spam-reporting messages from the EVVM Client;
· 
The EVVM Server SHALL include the above capability names in the CAPABILITY response code or the CAPABILITY response, if the corresponding capabilities are supported, according to [RFC3501].
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
