R01 addresses the R&A comments from Comverse and RIM as below: 

[Comverse]Should new namespace/mime type be registered in IANA, OMNA, or none ? (if OMAN then update the ERELD accordingly). Adding a note does not really satisfy the CONRR comment about registration. Only registration (or agreement to not register) can close such a comment.
[RIM]Aren't we going to register anything with OMNA (in which case we will need a reference to OMNA)? Adding notes about namespace and content type registrations with IANA does not address the problem. Registering them does.

 [China Unicom] According to the consensus at that XDM/S-CAB joint meeting (27,MAR 2012, COMSCAB-CC), the XDM group believed the new namespace name and mime type should be registered in IANA (not OMNA). Sure, it’s not safe of only adding NOTES, so, R01 deletes those new suggested NOTES.
[Comverse]what is the reason for moving the validation constraints to another section ? I thought this section was following the XDM templates, so why do we need to change ?
[RIM]The validation constraint section must not be removed (moving the structure description is ok, but I thought these would be our validation constraints). The bottom line is that the validation constraints section must exist and it cannot be empty (please consult with XDM experts if this is not clear).

 [China Unicom] Yes, validation constraints section is one part in the XDM templates (see http://member.openmobilealliance.org/ftp/Public_documents/REL/2012/OMA-REL-2012-0008-INP_TEMPLATE_TS_XDM_APP_USAGE.zip).  The original texts from sections 5.x.6 address the structure and also provide the validation constraints, it’s better to move the texts to section 5.x.1 respectively, that is main reason why the XDM group suggests move those sections to follow the structure figures.
[China Unicom]R01 suggests moving the texts in sections 5.x.6 to sections 5.x.1 following the structure figure respectively, and keeping the sections 5.x.6  and adding some new descriptions in those sections respectively.
[RIM]C011: B023 is a comment from Jerry Shih/AT&T. What is the comment and what resolution are you proposing?
[China Unicom] It was a mistake when incorporating China Unicom’s CONRR comments. It should refer to B356, not B023. B203 was the number in the China Unicom’s CONRR contribution.
