Use Case of Family

In a living room of a family(F1), there may be more than one members of the family being watch the TV. A member of family wants to setup a session to the family’s relation (i.e. another family) (F2) to share content. The content may be the video recording the event of the family and uploaded to the internet (in a CP’s system).
