The Author’s clarification is as below;
As we know, user interaction is how the users act on the service or system and how the system or service acts on the user.

With regards to ISC Enabler, ISC Users can be also allowed to fulfill their willingness for social activity as described in ISC-UIC-001.

For instance, a ISC User A can send a invitation request to a ISC User B for establishing content viewing group. At this point, ‘user interaction’ obviously occurs between an ISC User A and an ISC User B.

On the other hand, ‘sending invitation’ and ‘request to join’ can be also regarded as ‘social activity’.

I think user interaction is broader and more academic term because user interaction can contain discussion, dialogues, meetings, relationships (physical/mental) as well as social activity between human beings.
In addition to this, the group has to consider adding the definition of ‘User Interaction” as shown in ISC-UIC-002, ISC-UIC-003 like below

User Interaction: A behaviour that occur between users by means of a device or a service.
