Communication 

The flows in this section show examples of communication handling between the ISC Users, and between the ISC User and the Content Provider.

B.2.1 Communication between the ISC Users
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Figure zzz – Communication between the ISC Users
The above figure shows the ISC User A and the ISC User B communicate with each other via the ISC Enabler and the CPM Enabler. The major steps include:

1. The ISC Client A in the device of the ISC User A requests to communicate with ISC User B, the request is sent from the ISC Client A to the CPM Client A in the same device of the ISC User A.
2. The CPM Client A sends CPM session invitation to the CPM Participating Function (in the CPM Enabler).

3. The CPM Participating Function forwards the CPM session invitation to the CPM Client B in the device of the ISC User B.
4. The CPM Client B notifies the communication request information received from the CPM Participating Function, to the ISC Client B in the same device of the ISC User B.

5. The CPM Client B responses the CPM session invitation from the ISC User A.
6. The CPM Participating Function forward the response from the CPM Client B, to the CPM Client A.

7. The CPM session will be established between the CPM Client A, the CPM Client B, and the CPM Participating Function.

8. After the CPM session, the CPM Client A and the CPM Client B notify the communication information to the ISC Client A and the ISC Client B individually.
9. The ISC Client A and/or the ISC Client B upload the report about the CPM session information to the ISC Server individually.

In the above flow, the ISC User A and the ISC User B are also CPM Users.
B.2.2 Communication between the ISC User and the Content Provider

It’s similar to support the communication between the ISC User and the Content Provider. On this scenario, the Content Provider similarly acts as the ISC User B, the major difference is in the step 9 of the above flow. After the CPM session, the Client B of the Content Provider sends the report to the ISC Server via the ISC CP Gateway.
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
