5 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Add appendix (normative) for supporting device remote provisioning
Appendix X Parameters to be provisioned the ISC-based Service (Normative)
This Appendix describes the parameters that are needed for initiation of ISC-based service, as well as continuous provisioning by service provider.
The ISC Enabler supports provisioning devices with ISC-based service parameters using [OMA DM]. It is expected that not all devices include an [OMA DM] stack. Personal computers without mobile network connectivity typically do not include support for [OMA DM]. In order to mitigate the burden of manual configuration steps for end users, the ISC Enabler provides an alternative solution, based on [OMA DM] and/or based on the [OMA XDM]. Each solution is described in the following sub-sections.
· X.1 Provisioning service parameters using OMA DM
These parameters are specified in Client Provisioning Application Characteristics document (AC file) and Device Management Object (DM MOs). The bootstrap function specified in [OMA Client Provisioning] and [OMA DM] SHALL be used to enforce the security of provisioning. Existing parameters in [OMA Provisioning Content] and [OMA DM] are re-used; those without corresponding parameters are defined in present specification and to be registered in OMNA through OMA official registration procedures. 
The parameters listed in the table below are needed for ISC Client provisioning:
	Name
	Description
	Mandatory (M) / Optional (O)

	APPID
	Application Identifier which is the application characteristics name for this application, to be used by DM Client to uniquely identify the application.
	M

	NAME
	Application name which is displayed in equipment and is specific for each service provider.
	M

	PROVIDER-ID
	Identity of the ISC service provider provides an identifier for the application service access point described by an APPLICATION characteristic.
	M

	ISC-SERVER
	Hostname and port and release version number for the ISC Server.
	M

	ISC-XDMS
	The Reference to the XDM settings used by this ISC-based service, including hostname and port for the ISC-XDMS.
	M


These parameters above are to be registered in OMNA.
The Management Object for ISC-based service SHOULD be used for provisioning of the ISC Client by the Service Provider.

The Management Object for ISC-based service is defined in [OMA ISC MO].
These parameters SHALL be obtained via the DM-1 reference point, from the data which is provisioned to the DM Client as specified in [OMA Provisioning Content] and [OMA DM].
· X.2 Service Discovery without OMA DM
The ISC Client is REQUIRED to obtain a copy of the service preferences documents prior to accessing the ISC Server. The service preferences contain the service parameters described in section x.x.x.x “Service parameters”, designating the appropriate network locations to access the ISC Server via the SIP/IP core. As such, the ISC Client will have access to the service parameters provided that the XDM Client in the device can access the XDM Server and fetch the service preferences documents as described in [OMA XDM].
In order to access the XDM Server using the XDM Client, the device needs to be configured with information that allows accessing the documents stored in the XDM Server. When [OMA DM] is not available, this is achieved by providing the address of the XDM Server and the user credentials to the end-user by other means such as a phone call, internet mail, internet chat, or even on paper. Using the XDM Server address and the user credentials to access the XDM Server, the user can manually configure the XDM Client.

Having configured the XDM Client, the ISC Client can obtain the service preferences documents, which include the service parameters that are essential to accessing the ISC Server via the ISC-1 interface. Extracting the service parameters allows from the service preferences allows the end-user to start using the service immediately, without having to manually configure ISC Client with ISC Server’s settings.
