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1 Reason for Change

This contribution addresses the CONRR comments for the requirements ISC-SOC-006, ISC-SOC-008 and ISC-SOC-010 as below.

1. CONRR comments A0011 (ISC-SOC-006)
The requirement ISC-SOC-006 is about ISC User sharing his/her experience with content with other ISC User(s). There is already detailed solution available in the AD and the TS for the ISC User to share his/her experience with content with other ISC User(s) such as “interest to watch a content”, “recommend watching content”. Refer to the procedures in the TS under sections 6.14.1, 5.12.1, 6.5.1 and 5.6.2. But there is no detailed solution available for sharing experience with content between ISC User(s) such as “watched a content”, “bookmarks”, “content tags” and “comments of viewing/viewed content”. Hence this CR suggests that splitting requirement ISC-SOC-006 into two requirements such as ISC-SOC-006a and ISC-SOC-006b. This CR suggests that setting the requirement ISC-SOC-006b as Future release.
The requirement ISC-SOC-010 is already addressed in the AD and TS. An ISC User can provide suggestions (such as interest to watch the content together, recommend contents to other ISC User(s)) of the service provider provided contents to other ISC User(s). 

The requirement ISC-SOC-008 is about ISC User/ISC Server SHALL receive the shared information related to other ISC User experience with content (e.g., interest to watch content, bookmarking a content, content tags, ISC user published live/non-live audio/video, comments). There is already detailed solution available in the AD and TS for the ISC User to receive the shared information related to other ISC User experience with content such as “interest to watch a content”. Refer to the procedures in the TS under sections 6.14.2. But there is no detailed solution available for sharing experience with content between ISC User(s) such as bookmarking a content, content tags, ISC user published live/non-live audio/video, comments. Hence this CR suggests that splitting requirement ISC-SOC-008 into two requirements such as ISC-SOC-008a and ISC-SOC-008b. This CR suggests that setting the requirement ISC-SOC-008b as Future release
