Media retrieved from an External Media Content Server can be controlled by Participants in the PoC Session using RTSP commands.
The Media Stream needed for the transportation of RTSP is negotiated as specified in [OMA-PoC-CP].
The procedures in the following subclauses are independent on the state of the Media-floor Control Entity but are required before any RTSP command (e.g. the PLAY and PAUSE command) can be sent by the PoC Client.
The Media Streaming Control can be protected using the TLS protocol as specified in [RFC2246RFC5246].
NOTE: The TLS protocol has a negotiating mechanism which enables compatibility with versions of the protocol preceding the version 1.2 specified in [RFC5246].
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
