		TCCE WG1 has produced a set of requirements, which have fed down to TCCE WG4.

OMA PCPS have consolidated previous OMA requirements for PoC and updated them to align with 3GPP Release 12.

A formal gap analysis is required between the requirements from SA1 MCPTT and WG1 URS.  OMA may consider a future WID to incorporate additional requirements from MCPTT.

Richard Allen noted that only 3 requirements not covered in both sets.

		

		



		

		Help would be needed with a gap analysis between the requirements for PCPS and those for MCPTT and TCCE.
