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1 Reason for Contribution

The contribution fulfils a commitment made in the PoC Conference Call of 9/29/03 to propose clarifications to the definition of “Instant talk” and related items.
2 Summary of Contribution

The text proposes modifications of and additions to certain definitions in contribution OMA-MAG-POC-2003-0007 which were placed in the draft Architecture document on 9/29/03.  The items are generally related to PoC group session concepts.
3 Detailed Proposal

3.1 Definitions

Ad-hoc group: A group created by the process of inviting the group members to the session; typically an arbitrary set of PoC subscribers and predefined groups selected from a contact list. 
Ad-hoc group talk: A PoC session with an ad hoc group.
Group: A set of users which may be invited to join a PoC session.  The group may be an ad hoc group or a predefined group.  
Group name:  An identifier for a predefined group which may be used to invite members of the group to a PoC session.  
Group Talk: A PoC session initiated with more than one invited user, or with at least one invited group.




Instant talk: A mode of PoC session in which the session is established automatically if at least one of the invited user(s) is available.

Personal Alert: A feature providing a user with the capability to send a callback request to another user.
PoC Session:  A delimited sequence of PoC data exchanges between a set of participants consisting of an inviting user and one or more invited users.  
Predefined group: A group with a persistent existence, an associated group name and other attributes.


Talk request: A mode of PoC session in which the session is established only if the invitation is accepted by at least one invited user, either implicitly (autoanswer) or exaplicitly (manual answer).
Talk session: Synonym of PoC session.
