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1 Reason for Contribution

The note comments on an aspect of the identity proposals outlined in submission OMA-MAG-POC-2003-0007.
2 Summary of Contribution

The contribution proposes a distinction between the Public User Identity and the Address of Record.  
OMA-MAG-POC-2003-0007 proposes (section 7.1.1):

The PoC operator shall assign, to each user, an address-of-record (also known as public user identity) in the form of a SIP URI …..  
There is considerable value for the user to possess multiple SIP URIs.  These may represent public and private roles (joe.doe@company.com or VP_Engineering@company.com).  The user may belong to different groups under different URIs.  The URIs may be permanent or temporary.  For example a user may obtain a temporary URI for purposes of completing a sales transaction, and relinquish it upon closure to avoid future telemarketing calls.
At any given time, a user with multiple URIs will only register some of them, typically only one, in order to receive PoC calls.  It is only a registered address that may be used to receive PoC calls.  There is therefore a need to distinguish between an assigned URI and a registered URI.

3 Detailed Proposal

The baseline text corresponding to the proposed text should read:

The PoC operator shall assign, to each user, one or more SIP URIs.  Each URI is known as a Public User Identity for the user.  The user shall register at least one Public User Identity in order to receive PoC calls.  A registered Public User Identity is known as an Address of Record.  PoC calls may only be received if addressed to an Address of Record.
