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1 Reason for Contribution

The revised contribution fulfils a commitment made in the PoC conference call of 3 November 2003.
2 Summary of Contribution

The contribution modifies the text of section 8.1.1 of the current AD to refer to TEL URIs as well as SIP URIs.  The proposed text also more completely reflects the agreed distinction between a public user identity and the address of record.
3 Detailed Proposal

8.1.1 Public User Identity and Address of record 
Each user SHALL have one or more URIs, which may be SIP URIs or TEL URIs.  Each URI is known as a Public User Identity for the user.  The user shall register at least one Public User Identity in order to make or receive PoC calls.  A registered Public User Identity is known as an Address of Record.  PoC calls may only be made or received if addressed to an Address of Record. The Public User Identity and the Address of Record SHALL comply with the specification of a SIP URI in [[RFC3261]], or with the specification of a TEL URI in [RFC2806].

The Public User Identity and Address of Record are used for PoC and other SIP based service.

Examples of Public User Identity and Address of Record are:
