6.2.3 Over The Air Provisioning (OTAP) Server
The OTAP Server performs the following functions that are needed in support of the PoC Service:

· Provides all the needed configuration parameters from the service provider network for a PoC Client. 
· Sends a WAP-push/SMS containing a binary coded XML to every client UE with default factory and network settings.
Note: For non OTAP-enabled network operators another option is provided in the form of HTTP based provisioning of the PoC Client configuration information.
