5.5.1 UDP

The User Datagram Protocol (UDP, see [RFC768]) SHALL be used as transport protocol over the It reference point.    

The UDP port numbers are used to identify the endpoints of the logical connection between the PoC Client and the PoC Server and SHALL be negotiated during the SIP session establishment phase.  The UDP Checksum SHALL be used to provide protection of the UDP header and upper layer payload.
