The current PoC Media Flows section 9.13 show the Participating PoC servers in the flows.  Certain operators may want to have the media bypass the Participating PoC server and send the media directly to the Controlling PoC server.  This change adds wording to section 9.13.1 to allow this. [R1] change the PoC Server to PoC Function, Talk Session to PoC Session.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

9.13.1 General

PoC Media, talk burst control and signal quality information is passed across the It interface.

Three media configurations are defined:  one-to-one, one-to-many and one-to-many-to-one.

In all configurations, the media flow is half-duplex.  Only one participant in the PoC session is permitted to originate media at any time in the PoC session. 
All media flows through the Participating PoC Function (if inserted in the transport path) and is terminated in the Controlling PoC Function.  Talk Burst control and media replication are Controlling PoC Function functions.  The transport path between the PoC client and the Controlling PoC Function is established on a per PoC Session basis.  When the PoC Session is established the Participating PoC Function normally includes itself into the transport path to relay the media packets between the PoC client and the Controlling PoC Function.
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
