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1 Reason for Contribution

Adds a conference URI information element to the SIP OK (i.e., in the Contact header) for the establishment of the pre-established scenario. 

2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes to add a conference URI information element in the OK to the INVITE that establishes the pre-established session.  This conference URI can later be used to identify the conference in various operations, such as establishing or releasing a PoC session.  The conference URI is carried in the Contact header and is accompanied by an isfocus parameter.   The use of the contact header is from section 4.5 of the draft draft-ietf-sipping-cc-conference-03.txt. 

Detailed Proposal

The pre-established session is a session between the PoC client and the PoC server in the home PoC network.  The Figure 1 presents the pre-established session establishment flow.

1. The PoC Client sends an INVITE request to the SIP/IP Core containing a PoC indication. 

Information elements contained in INVITE request: 

a. Participating function URI

b. Media parameters of PoC client A for inactive media stream(s)

c. PoC service indication

d. PoC Address of the PoC client A 

2. The SIP/IP Core forwards the request to the PoC Server based on the PoC service indication and the Participating Function URI in the request.

Information elements contained in INVITE request: 

a. Participating function URI

b. Media parameters of PoC client A with inactive media stream(s)

c. PoC service indication

d. PoC Address of the PoC client A
3. The PoC Server performs necessary service control and sends OK to the SIP/IP Core.

Information elements contained in OK response: 

a. Media parameters of PoC server A

b. A conference URI that identifies the pre-established session.  

4. The SIP/IP Core forwards the OK the PoC Client.  

Information elements contained in OK response: 

a. Media parameters of PoC server A

b. A conference URI that identifies the pre-established session.  
The procedure for establishing a PoC session with other users within the pre-established session is described in the section 3.
