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1 Reason for Contribution

The current architecture supports the possibility of direct interactions between a Participating PoC Server and a PoC Client in a remote network.  However, this is not clear from the current AD figure in section or the text in section 7.
2 Summary of Contribution

The contribution proposes extending the wording of section 7 of the AD.  This revision addresses comments raised in the concall of 10 May 2004.
3 Detailed Proposal

7.4 Reference point It: PoC Client-PoC Server

The It reference point SHALL support:

· media transport 

· floor control procedures. 

The It reference point SHALL exist between a PoC Client and a PoC Server accessing the SIP/IP Core serving the PoC Client.   The It reference point MAY exist between a PoC Client and a PoC Server accessing different SIP/IP Cores, e.g. to allow direct media flow between the PoC Client and the PoC Server supplying the controlling PoC function.  Note that provision of an It reference point between a PoC Client and a PoC Server accessing different SIP/IP Cores, when the SIP/IP cores are sontrolled by different operators, MAY be subject to an inter-operator agreement.     
When SIP/IP Core corresponds with 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS, then the It reference point SHALL use the services of the Mb reference point [3GPP TS 23.002] and ii reference point [3GPP2 X.P0013.0].
