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1 Reason for Contribution

The flow in the contribution 0183 presented in Munich has to be divided in two flows according to the comments in Munich meeting. The first part (establish a pre-establish session) is in the 183R01 while the second part (activate the media) in this contribution.

The steps of the flows are as follows: 

1.
Poc client A has a pre-established session 


The PoC client A has created a pre-established session.  

2.
UPDATE request (from PoC client A to SIP/IP core A)


After the PoC client A has reserved the necessary resources it sends an UPDATE request along the stored path towards the PoC server A activating the media in the SDP.  In normal case the resource reservation is started immediately after the pre-established session is established (i.e. when necessary media information has been received), but it may also be made later.

3.
UPDATE request (from SIP/IP core A to PoC server A) 


The SIP/IP core A forwards the UPDATE request to the PoC server A.

4.
200 (OK) response (from PoC server A to SIP/IP Core A) 


The PoC server A acknowledges the UPDATE request with a 200 (OK) response sent to the SIP/IP core A. 

5.
200 (OK) response (from SIP/IP core A to PoC client A) 


The SIP/IP core A forwards the 200 (OK) response to the PoC client A.
