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1 Reason for Contribution

The PoC AD support quality feedback, and quality feedback is one of the major duties of RTCP. RTCP is part of the RTP protocol framework and therefore a PoC Client shall be able to receive and transmit RTCP packets. The RTCP traffic for PoC that currently is a pure voice service should be kept low by scheduling the RTCP traffic during “silence periods”. 

There are rules about the content of a RTCP compound packet that should be followed except for talk burst control that can be seen as a special case of RTCP usage. 

2 Summary of Contribution

The contribution proposes text that mandates support of RTCP and describe on a high level the usage of RTCP.

5.5.3 RTCP

A PoC Client SHALL support the RTP Control Protocol  (RTCP, [RFC3550]) to provide means for feedback of the quality of the data transmission, diagnose faults in the distribution and give a persistent transport-level identifier for the RTP source.
RTCP packets, other than those used for talk burst control messages, SHALL be RTCP compound packets according to [RFC3550].  
To reduce potential disruption of RTCP onto the RTP flow, the PoC Client SHOULD NOT schedule transmission of RTCP packets during a talk burst.
To reduce network load, it is beneficial to keep the size of the RTCP packets as small as possible. Therefore, the RTCP packets SHOULD only contain the mandatory parts of RTCP (according to [RFC3550]), which are required for that specific RTCP compound packet.
