The current version of the CP document is missing the procedure text for the case when a PoC Client initiates an on demand ad-hoc and 1-1 PoC session.

The proposed text includes only the normal case hence error procedures must be added.

The proposed text makes a mapping between stage 2 parameters in the AD into SIP headers and parameters.

The proposal makes use of an IETF draft that are introduced in the normative section.

This version is revised according to comments during the meeting.

A reference is moved to this document instead of the other document since in the other document the reference is not mentioned while in this document it is.

In addition to this, the PoC Client MAY subscribe to the Conference State Event Package as described in sub-clause 6.1.9 “PoC Client Subscription to the Conference State Event Package”.
