7.2 Controlling PoC Function Procedures

7.2.1 Requests Terminated at the Controlling PoC Function

7.2.1.1 Ad-hoc PoC Group and 1-1 PoC Session Setup Request

7.2.1.2 Pre-arranged PoC Group Session Setup Request

Editor’s Note: This clause describes the originating side procedure when INVITE request is received.

The PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function invites user(s) to a PoC session by sending an INVITE request to the PoC Address of the PoC subscriber, as described in this subclause 7.3.1.2. The procedure MAY be triggered at the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function
1. by an INVITE request from an authorized PoC Client that requests the PoC Server to invite other users to a PoC session; or

2. by a REFER request inside an existing dialog from an authorized PoC Client that requests the PoC Server to invite other users to a PoC session; or

3.  by the session policy requested by the PoC Client via the Im reference point.

When generating an INVITE request in order to invite a user to a Pre-arranged PoC Session, the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function SHALL:

1. set the request URI of the INVITE request to the address of the PoC subscriber who is invited to the PoC session;

2. set the Contact header of the INVITE request to the conference URI of the PoC session that the PoC subscriber SHALL be invited to, including the "isfocus" feature parameter and the PoC feature tag parameter;

3. send the INVITE request towards the SIP/IP Core. In the case the SIP/IP core is 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS these procedures are specified in [3GPP TS 24.229] / [3GPP2 X.P0013.4].
4. send a floor control message according to the user plane specification [OMA PoC UP];

5. send a re-INVITE or UPDATE request to resume the media when the first positive final response is received.
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
