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1 Reason for Contribution

The following text in the RD: 

“The identity of the PoC participant who has been granted the floor, SHALL be distributed to all other PoC participants in the PoC session.  If the PoC subscriber’s identity is restricted, it SHALL NOT be provided in this case.  The PoC participant with the grant floor SHALL be identified (when permitted) with his PoC subscriber identity and/or display name depending on the setting.” 

call for a method of presenting talker identification. Therefore, there is a chapter about talker identification in the OMA-PoC-UP. There is no chapter about talker identification in the AD and that is the scope of this contribution.   

2 Summary of Contribution

The contribution proposes a chapter about talker identification in the AD.

3 Detailed Proposal

8.X Talker Identification

To provide the PoC address and display name of the PoC participant who has been permitted to send a talk burst to all listening PoC participants in the PoC session the PoC Server SHALL support talker identification.

Talker identification demands that the Controlling PoC server SHALL collect the PoC address and display name of the PoC participants engaged in the talk session when in the process of establishing the SIP sessions with the PoC Clients, including the initiators PoC address and display name, which is received in the initial SIP INVITE.

The Controlling PoC server SHALL provide the address of the talking PoC client to the listening PoC client in the Talker Arbitration message called Receiving Talk Burst indication. 
In the case the PoC address is restricted Section 8.6 applies.
