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1 Reason for Contribution

At the Munich OMA PoC WG meeting, the WG agreed to set May 2004 meeting for Talk Burst Control Protocol decision.   Several protocols have being discussed.  The most recently discussed protocols are RTCP, RTP.   This paper identified all different options available.

2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution lists different talk burst control protocol options and recommend the WG to make a decision on one of the option. 

3 Detailed Proposal 

In previous meetings, Motorola has submitted contribution recommending RTCP in contribution 121 and Togabi has contribution 37 on RTP.  Then, at the Munich meeting, Motorola has submitted a contribution proposing Talk Burst Control Protocol Negation in contribution 171.
For this meeting, there are many contributions from various companies on the analysis that provide pros and cons of various Talk Burst Control Protocols.  Therefore, in this contribution Motorola focuses the Talk Burst Control Protocol (TBCP) options:

1. One default protocol for all PoC session (e.g. RTCP, RTP, SIP, etc)

A.) RTCP

B.) RTP

C.) SIP

D.) XCON

2. Support IETF TBCP as the only protocol if available and can be scaled down to the PoC requirement

3. Allow protocol negotiation 
A.) Allow PoC clients to negotiate a common Talk Arbitration Control Protocol for the PoC session
B.) Allow individual PoC participant to negotiate his/her own talk burst control protocol for the session.  (This imply there maybe different Talk Burst Control Protocols for different PoC participant.)
