8.X Inviting Party Identification

The PoC server SHALL NOT provide other types of inviting PoC address to the invited PoC Client as used in the originating message (SIP URI, TEL URL, display name or combination SIP URI + display name).  The PoC server SHALL identify the groups by SIP URI and MAY identify them by display name.   

In the case of the PoC group session the PoC server SHALL provide the group identity to the invited PoC client(s).

The home PoC server SHALL replace the display name provided by the inviting PoC Client, if the display name is configured in the home PoC server.  

In the case the PoC address is restricted Section 8.6 applies.
