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1 Reason for Contribution

Contribution 299 proposed signaling procedures for PoC Servers and Clients that support the optional feature of queued floor control required by the PoC RD.  One concern raised in connection with that contribution was the implications for queued sessions for Participating servers that do not support queuing.  Another concern was the nature of sessions in which some clients support queuing while some do not.  A third concern was the interaction that occurs when a Client with a pre-established session that supports queuing is invited to join a session by a Controlling PoC Server that does not support queuing.  Certain members of the WG felt that these issues should not be deferred to Stage 3 work. 
Following the presentation of OMA-POC-2004-0382 it was agreed that text defining the actual signalling mechanism for the negotiation of queuing talk burst arbitration support was too detailed for the PoC Architecture Document and more appropriate for the stage 3 protocol specification. Hence the original text has been simplified accordingly. 
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes additions to section 8.9 to address interactions between queued and unqueued clients and servers.  
3 Detailed Proposal 
8.9 Talk Burst Arbitration

Support for queued talk burst arbitration is transparent to a Participating PoC Server that is involved in media processing.  The Participating PoC Server SHALL relay all messages related to talk burst control to the Controlling PoC Server or PoC Client, as appropriate, in any session that is not being filtered by the Participating PoC Server, without modification of the content of the messages. 

A Controlling PoC Server capable of supporting queued talk burst arbitration SHOULD support queued talk burst arbitration for those PoC Clients that request it.  A PoC session MAY include both PoC Clients that do not support or request use of queued talk burst arbitration and PoC Clients that request use of queued talk burst arbitration.
