	Adds the manual answer scenario originally proposed in Kansas City, which had been deferred until floor control protocols appeared in PoC discussions.


1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution proposes that the RTCP based Talk Control Protocol have the option to support an acknowledged Floor Status Taken.  This will enable the use of the manual answer mode.  For eventual IETF floor control protocols, the messages are likely to run over TCP and this requirement is automatically satisfied. It is reasonable to provide similar functions between the RTCP and IETF floor control protocols. 
2 Summary of Contribution

See step 9 below for the main point of the contribution.  This guarantees that if the floor status taken control message is lost, it will be retransmitted to the PoC client.  This avoids needing to put the talker id (etc) in the SSRC field of the RTP packets, which breaks the use of cdma2000 SO60.  And it permits the pre-established call model to operate in manual answer mode.  Being able to switch between automatic manual modes with the pre-established model is important because people may prefer to have the phone on manual mode when in to avoid a voice suddenly interrupting meetings, personal interactions, but immediately switch to automatic mode upon completion of the meeting, personal interaction, etc.  As it stands now, the phone would have to switch call models between the on demand and the pre-established model, which seems burdensome to the network and phone.
