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1 Reason for Change

CP 7.3.2.4 (4) describes PoC server sends a 200 OK response without waiting for the response from the PoC client. It was said in Bangkok meeting that it is due to B2BUA behavior. However, considering the various states concerning the actual user, 200 OK shall not be sent until the PoC server (and the background states) being equivalent state as released. Therefore, it shall be corrected so that the PoC server confirms the response from the PoC client. (Also refer to AD 9.5.1 and 9.5.2 where 200OK is sent after receiving the response from the receiving client)

Back-to-Back User Agent: A back-to-back user agent (B2BUA) is a logical entity that receives a request and processes it as a user agent server (UAS). In order to determine how the request should be answered, it acts as a user agent client (UAC) and generates requests. Unlike a proxy server, it maintains dialog state and must participate in all requests sent on the dialogs it has established. Since it is a concatenation of a UAC and UAS, no explicit definitions are needed for its behavior. (Chapter 6 of RFC 3261)

BYE request – on demand case

Upon receiving a BYE request from the controlling PoC function the PoC Server SHALL:

1. 
2. release user plane resource associated with the SIP session with the PoC server (controlling);

3. send a BYE request towards the PoC client according to the procedures of the SIP/IP core;

Upon receiving 200 OK from the PoC client for the BYE request the PoC server SHALL 
4. generate a 200 OK response and send it towards controlling PoC function according to the procedures of the SIP/IP core;

5. release user plane resources associated with the SIP session with the PoC client.

When the SIP/IP Core corresponds with 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS, the PoC Server SHALL use 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS mechanisms as defined in [3GPP TS 24.229] / [3GPP2 X.P0013.4] with the clarifications given in this sub-clause.
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
