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1 Reason for Change

This contribution discusses deviations from normal RTCP rules for the RTCP:APP packets used for TBC.
R01 changes from formal rules for use of the RTCP:APP as deviations from RTCP and to TBCP is based on RTCP:APP packets as defined in RFC3550 and changes the title of the section to TBCP Messages.  The first paragraph of the section now defines how the messages are structured and no rules are given for how/when the messages are sent.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

6.2 Talk Burst Control Protocol (TBCP) Messages
TBCP is based on the RTCP Application Packet (RTCP:APP), as defined in [RFC3550], but TBCP messages do not conform to the the rules for compound RTCP packets or RTCP packet transmission.  Each TBCP message SHALL be one RTCP:APP packet.  These RTCP:APP packets SHALL not be sent in compound RTCP packets, but more than 1 RTCP:APP talk burst control packet MAY be sent in a single IP packet.  The structure of each TBCP message is defined below.

6.2.1 RTCP:APP message format

The RTCP APP packet is depicted below.  The definition of the fields in the RTCP APP packet is found in [RFC3550].

The length field in the RTCP header is the length of the packet in 32-bit words, not counting the first 32-bit word in which the length field resides.

The 4-byte ASCII string in the RTCP header shall be used to define the set of PoC talk burst control packets to be unique with respect to other APP packets that the application might receive. 

For PoC the ASCII name string shall be: PoC1.
