Signalling compression is supported in the OMA PoC AD. Therefore, details about how SigComp shall be used in PoC must be added to the OMA PoC CP. This contribution describes the SigComp procedures at deregistration.

3 Detailed Proposal 

5.X.4 SigComp procedure during de-registration

This sub-clause describes the SigComp related procedure during de-registration.

The SIP related part of the de-registration procedure is described in sub-clause 6.1.2

The PoC Client SHALL use the existing SIP dialog created in the initial registration for de-registration.
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Figure X: SigComp procedure for de-registration.

1. The PoC Client SHALL send the SIP REGISTER request to the SIP/IP Core indicating that it wants to de-register.  The REGISTER request SHOULD be sent compressed with the currently established SigComp state. 

2. Upon successful de-registration the SIP/IP Core SHOULD send the SIP “200 OK” response compressed with the currently established SigComp state and remove its SigComp compartment.
