The present version of the UP specification claims that the PoC Client is not involved in the Talk Burst Revoke procedure. This is not true.

This document modifies the chapter 6.1.7 in the UP to also include the procedure for the PoC Client.

Talk Burst Revoke procedure

The procedure in this section applies in any state.

On receipt of the Talk Burst Revoke message the PoC Client SHALL:

1. stop any running timer;
2. stop sending media packets;

NOTE:
If any media packets are buffered the PoC Client may send all buffered media packets before sending of media packets are stopped.
3. send the Talk Burst Release message to the PoC Server and it shall include:
a. If media packets were sent before sending of media packets were stopped: include the number of the last media packet sent; or,

b. If no media packets were sent the sequence number of last media packets is not included.
4. enter the ‘U: has no permission’ state.
