3 Detailed Proposal

6.1.X PoC Client cancelling a PoC Session

6.1.X.1 Cancelling a PoC session - on-demand case 

When the PoC participant wants to cancel the PoC session initiation when on-demand signaling is used as defined in chapter 6.1.3 and when the PoC client has not yet received final response for the INVITE request, the PoC client:

1. SHALL send the CANCEL request towards PoC server according to the procedures of SIP/IP core.  
Note: Cancelling of the PoC session is successful if the PoC client receives 487 response for the INVITE request.
If cancellation of the PoC session towards PoC client is not successful and 2xx response for the INVITE request is received, the PoC client SHALL perform the procedure described in chapter 6.1.6.1 “Leaving a PoC session - on-demand case”;
When the SIP/IP Core corresponds with 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS, the PoC Client SHALL use 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS mechanisms as defined in [3GPP TS 24.229] / [3GPP2 X.P0013.4] with the clarifications given in this sub-clause.

PoC Client Receiving a PoC Session Cancel Request

6.2.X.1 PoC Session Cancel request – on-demand case

Upon reception of the CANCEL request, the PoC client SHALL:

1. send 200 OK response for CANCEL request towards PoC server according to the procedures of the SIP/IP core,

2. send 487 response for the INVITE request according to the procedures of the SIP/IP core, if PoC client has not sent final response for the INVITE.

When the SIP/IP Core corresponds with 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS, the PoC Client SHALL use 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS mechanisms as defined in [3GPP TS 24.229] / [3GPP2 X.P0013.4] with the clarifications given in this sub-clause.
