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1 Reason for Contribution

Contributions 0486 and 0487 proposed to outline the presence functionality for the PoC server in more details. The discussion has concluded that the AD should specify in more detail the direct presence functionalities and provide the needed references to the documents of the Presence Enablers developed in PAG group.
2 Summary of Contribution

The proposed contribution addresses this discussion and proposes the related changes for the text of the AD. This contribution proposes some minor changes to section 8.16.
3 Detailed Proposal

8.16 Presence

The PoC client MAY utilize presence service enabler(s) to determine the PoC Presence status of other PoC clients. 

The PoC client MAY publish presence information to the Presence Server via the SIP/IP core.

The PoC client supplied presence information is routed to the Presence Server via the PRS-1 and PRS-2 reference points. 

The PoC server MAY publish presence information to the Presence Server based on the state of the PoC client within the PoC session.

The PoC server MAY obtain any Presence Information it requires on PoC clients by subscribing to their Presence Status using the functionalities of the Presence Service enabler.The signaling between the Presence Server and the PoC Clients SHALL be routed via the SIP/IP core and the PRS-2 Reference Point. 

The signaling between the Presence Server and the PoC Server SHALL be routed via the SIP/IP core and the PRS-2 Reference Point. 

The Group and contact Lists for the PoC Service and the Group and Presence Lists for the Presence Service enabler SHALL be stored in and accessed from the GLMS using the GM-5 reference point. 

The Subscription Authorization Policy for the Presence Server SHALL be stored in and accessed from the GLMS using the GM-5 reference point. 

The creation and modification of Group and contact Lists for the PoC Service and the Group and Presence Lists, and Subscription Authorization Policy for the Presence Service enabler SHALL utilize common mechanisms using the GM-3 reference point.
NOTE: The architecture and functions of the Presence Service enabler are  specified in [PAG-AD]
