8 System Concepts

8.x Answer mode indication

The PoC Server in the Home PoC Network SHALL store an answer mode setting for a served PoC User. 

The PoC Client MAY allow the PoC User to change the Answer Mode setting in the PoC Server.

The PoC Server SHALL allow the PoC Client to change the Answer Mode setting.
The possible Answer Mode settings are:

· Automatic answer; or,
· Manual answer.

The PoC Server performing the Participating PoC Function of the Invited PoC User SHALL include an Answer Mode indication in the invitation sent to the Invited PoC User having one of the following values:
· Automatic answer, if the PoC Session invitation is from PoC users on the Accept list and the Invited PoC User’s Answer Mode is set to Automatic answer; or
· Manual answer, in all other cases.

The PoC Client SHOULD use the Answer mode indication independent on its own, cached value of Answer mode setting. However, as an implementation option the PoC Client MAY use the cached value of the Answer Mode setting, e.g. for an improved User experience or to resolve collisions with other functions.
8.x Incoming Session Barring (ISB)

The PoC Server in the Home PoC Network SHALL store a value of ISB.

The possible values are:

· Active; or,

· Not active.
If the value is “Active” the PoC Server SHALL reject all incoming invitations for the Served PoC User.
9 High level description

9.x Changing PoC service settings
This chapter describes successful modification of a PoC User’s PoC service settings, e.g. the Incoming Session Barring (ISB) and/or Answer Mode settings. 
Figure X shows the message flow for the scenario.

1. The PoC Client sends the PUBLISH request to the SIP/IP Core

Information Elements contained in the PUBLISH request:
a. PoC Service indication.

b. PoC Address of the PoC User at PoC Client A.

c. Answer mode setting (auto-answer or manual-answer).
d. ISB setting (active or not active)
e. 
2. The SIP/IP Core sends the PUBLISH request to the PoC Server based on the PoC Address of the PoC User and the PoC Service indication.

Information Elements contained in the PUBLISH request:
a. PoC Service indication.

b. PoC Address of the PoC User at PoC Client A.

c. Answer mode setting (auto-answer or manual-answer).
d. ISB setting (active or not active).
e. 
3. The PoC Server authorizes the PoC Address of the PoC User and if successful stores the new values and sends the OK response to the SIP/IP Core.

4. The SIP/IP Core forwards the OK response to the PoC Client.
