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1 Reason for Contribution

The CP document specifies that User Agent header and Server headers are used to indicate the release version. The format however is currently unspecified.

2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution specifies the format of the User-agent and Server header to be used in the SIP messages and responses

3 Detailed Proposal

C.X SIP headers

C.X.1 Release version in User-agent and Server headers

The release version is used for interworking between different release version products. The general principle is that the higher release version product falls down to the functionality of the lower release version.
The UE and the PoC Server shall implement the User-Agent/Server header, defined in reference [RFC3261] as described in this sub-clause with the clarification in this sub-clause specific for PoC.

The User-Agent/Server header is optional in SIP REGISTER request and SIP responses to the SIP REGISTER request.

The User-Agent/Server header is mandatory in SIP requests, different from SIP REGISTER, and SIP responses to those SIP requests.

The User-Agent and Server headers ABNF are defined in reference [RFC3261] and extended as follows:

Server = "Server" HCOLON server-val *(LWS server-val)

User-Agent =  "User-Agent" HCOLON server-val *(LWS server-val)

server-val =  product / comment

product  =  poc-product / token [SLASH product-version]

product-version = token

This specification allows having several server-val tags. The first of those server-val tags shall be encoding according to the following ABNF:

poc-product = "PoC-" poc-device-token (SLASH poc-product-version)

poc-device-token = "ms" | "fs" | "serv"

poc-product-version = "OMA1.0"
Where

ms = PoC client mobile station

fs = PoC client fixed station
serv = PoC server

poc-product-version = OMA PoC release version

Example 1:

In this example PoC Client  (mobile station) acting as UAC and the PoC server acting as UAS are OMA PoC release version 1.0 products.

User-Agent: PoC-ms/OMA1.0

Server: PoC-serv/OMA1.0

Example 2:

In this example both the PoC server acting as UAC and the PoC Client  (mobile station) acting as UAS are OMA PoC release version 1.0 products.

User-Agent: PoC-serv/OMA1.0

Server: PoC-ms/OMA1.0

The general principle for interworking between release versions is that the higher release version product falls down to the functionality of the lower release version.
