6.2.3   PoC Session control state diagram – Simultaneous PoC sessions

  
The PoC Client SHALL support the state diagram and the state transitions described in this section. 

Figure X shows the general simultaneous sessions states (U states) and the state transitions.  

In the case of simultaneous sessions when staying in the state ‘State U: not permitted and TB_Taken’ (see chapter 6.3.1.2.2 ‘State U: not permitted and TB_Taken’) the PoC Client has two sub states: ‘U: Active’ and ‘U: Dormant’.  
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Figure X: PoC Server state transition diagram for simultaneous session.

The PoC Client SHALL create one instance of the simultaneous sessions state machine per simultaneous session.  The initial state SHALL be the ‘U: Active’ state.

6.3.1.1    State ‘U: Active’
The ‘U: Active’ state is a stable state.  The PoC Client SHALL be in this state when 

1. the session is in the state ‘State U: not permitted and TB_Taken’ and 

2. the media of this session is transferred to the PoC Client

In this substate the PoC Client behave as described in the chapter 6.3.2.2.1 ‘State U: not permitted and TB_Taken’.

In this substate the PoC Client may receive media or TBCP messages of this PoC session or of another PoC session.
6.3.1.1.1 Receive RTP media of this PoC session (R: Media of this PoC session)

On receipt of RTP media of this PoC session the PoC Client: 

1. SHALL stay on this substate
2. SHALL perform as described in the 6.2.1
6.3.1.1.2 Receive RTP media of another PoC session (R: Media of another PoC session)

On receipt of RTP media of another simultaneous PoC session the PoC Client: 

1. SHALL enter the ‘U: Dormant” substate
2. SHALL stop optional ‘PoC Client end of RTP media timer’ (T13) (see chapter 9.2.4 “PoC Client end of RTP media timer (T13)” if it was running.









6.3.1.2    State ‘U: Dormant’
The ‘U: Dormant’ substate is a stable state.  The PoC session at the PoC Client is in this sub state when 

1. the session is in the state ‘State U: not permitted and TB_Taken’  and
2. the media of this session is not transferred to the PoC Client.

In this sub state the PoC Client may receive media or TBCP messages of this PoC session or of another PoC session.

6.3.1.2.1 Receive RTP media of this PoC session (R: Media of this PoC session)

On receipt of RTP media of this PoC session the PoC Client: 

1. SHALL enter ‘U: Active’ substate

2. SHALL re-start optional ‘PoC Client end of RTP media timer’ (T13) (see chapter 9.2.4 “PoC Client end of RTP media timer (T13)” if implemented
3. SHALL perform as described in the 6.2.1

6.3.1.2.2 Receive RTP media of another PoC session (R: Media of another PoC session)

On receipt of RTP media of another simultaneous PoC session the PoC Client: 

1. SHALL stay on this sub state
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
