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1 Reason for Change
Section 8.22.3 states that a specific PoC-attribute SHALL be used to indicate whether a Pre-arranged Group is capable of supporting the one-to-many-to-one topology, the one-to-many topology, or either. Furthermore it is stated that signaling will be used to indicate selection of one-to-many-to-one.

It is argued that the combination of one-to-many-to-one as a MAY requirement and the use of signaling to identify the use will endanger interoperability with Participating PoC Functions that does not support the feature. It is instead argued that one-to-many-to-one shall be a unique property of a group and not be mixed with one-to-many support.

6 Detailed Change Proposal
8.22 PoC Media Topologies

Three media topologies are supported.

8.22.1 One-to-One Topology

In the one-to-one topology, PoC media is transferred between two individual participants in a half-duplex fashion.

8.22.2 One-to-Many Topology

In the One-to-Many topology, PoC media is transferred between several participants in a half-duplex fashion. Each participant receives all media that is transmitted by any other participant in the session.  The One-to-Many topology is the default media topology for PoC sessions with Pre-arranged Groups, Chat Groups or Ad Hoc Groups.  

8.22.3 One-to-Many-to-One Topology

In the One-to-Many-to-One topology, PoC media is transferred between several participants in a half-duplex fashion.  The topology consists of one Distinguished Participant, who acts as a central node, and a set of Ordinary Participants.  All Ordinary Participants receive media from the Distinguished Participant.  Only the Distinguished Participant receives media from any Ordinary Participant.  All Participants receive talk burst control signaling.  

The one-to-many-to-one configuration is an optional requirement used in PoC Sessions with Pre-arranged Groups which have been configured to support it.  

Pre-arranged Groups capable of the one-to-many-to-one topology SHALL maintain a PoC-specific attribute that indicates whether the Pre-arranged Group supports the one-to-many-to-one topology or the one-to-many topology.  

If a Pre-arranged Group is capable of the one-to-many-to-one topology, each member of the Group SHALL be identified as capable of acting as a Distinguished Participant or as an Ordinary Participant.  


Editor’s Note:  this should be added to the signaling sections.

A group member capable of acting as a Distinguished Participant MAY initiate a Pre-arranged Group session in the one-to-many-to-one media topology.  If this topology is selected, the session initiator SHALL act as the Distinguished Participant in that session.

A group member capable of acting as an ordinary Participant SHALL NOT initiate a Pre-arranged Group session in the one-to-many-to-one media topology.  
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
