7.x  Media session release 

Media session release on the user plane is made either by PoC server sending the RTCP BYE message to the PoC Client or by the PoC Client sending the SIP REFER to the PoC server as described in the [OMA-POC-CP] 6.1.7.2 “Leaving a PoC session – pre-established case”.

7.x.1  Procedures at the PoC Client

The PoC Client, which supports the pre-established session

1. SHALL be able to receive the RTCP BYE message

2. SHALL perform actions described in the [RFC 3550] for releasing the media session and update the status information of the PoC session to indicate that the PoC session within the pre-established session is terminated and the user plane association between the PoC session and the pre-established session is removed in the PoC server performing the Participating function
3. SHALL terminate the corresponding instance of the PoC session control state machine, 
4. SHALL maintain the pre-established session.

7.x.2  Procedures at the PoC Server performing the Participating PoC Function

When the PoC session is released as described in the [OMA-POC-CP] chapter “7.3.2.6.2 BYE request – on pre-established case” the PoC server:

1. SHALL generate RTCP BYE message as described in the [RFC 3550] and remove the user plane association between the PoC session and the pre-established session.
2. SHALL send the RTCP BYE message to the PoC Client.
