	Handling of multiple sessions (AD /UP)


	Verify that PoC participant can monitor multiple PoC group sessions.   

	
	
	Verify that PoC participant can get identification, which group is being received.  

	
	
	Verify that the PoC participant is able to select the group, which he wants to listen and/or talk to.  

	
	
	Verify that the PoC participant is able to continue monitoring other group sessions while talking or listening to the selected group session. 

	
	
	Verify that the PoC participant can filter traffic from other groups and hear a single conversation at a time when there is traffic from several groups at the same time.  

	
	
	Verify that PoC participant’s transmission has higher priority than reception when there is traffic from several groups at the same time. 

	
	
	Verify that PoC participant is able to change his primary group. 

	
	
	Verify that while talking to a secondary group the PoC participant can receive an indication in the event that there is traffic on the primary PoC group.

	
	
	Verify that as long as there is traffic in the primary group, the PoC subscriber SHALL continue hearing it, until the discussion has ended.

	Verify that PoC user can set the primary group as the default selected target group.


	
	Separate 1-to-1 PoC session while having a PoC session
	Verify that a PoC subscriber who participates in a PoC session (1-to-1 or 1-to-many) is able to initiate and conduct a separate 1-to-1 PoC session with any other PoC subscriber.



	
	
	Verify that a PoC subscriber of an ongoing PoC session (1-to-1 or 1-to-many) is able to receive separate 1-to-1 PoC session communications from any otherPoC subscriber.

	
	
	Verify that the 1-to-1 PoC participants cannot receive speech from the previous session communication while sending or receiving speech from a separate 1-to-1 PoC session.



	
	
	Verify that the first PoC session is suspended (i.e. the PoC subscriber is not able to hear/transmit any talk bursts from/to the first PoC session) while the PoC subscriber is engaged in the second PoC session, and will be automatically resumed when the second PoC session is terminated, provided that the other PoC session has not been terminated in the meantime.

	Simultaneous sessions: New session invitation: PoC client does not support simultaneous sessions.
