7.3.1.X    PoC service setting procedure

Upon receiving a SIP PUBLISH request the PoC server SHALL

1. check whether the Accept-Contact header includes the feature-tag ‘+g.poc.talkburst’ and if not included the PoC Server SHALL return a SIP 403 “Forbidden” response. Otherwise, continue with the rest of the steps.

2. check whether the Event header includes value ’poc-settings’ and if not included the PoC server SHALL return a SIP 489 “Bad event” response. Otherwise, continue with the rest of the steps.

3. perform the actions to verify the Authenticated Originator’s PoC Address of the PoC Client and if not authorized the PoC Server SHALL return a SIP 403 “Forbidden” response. Otherwise, continue with the rest of the steps.
4. process the SIP PUBLISH request according to rules and procedures as specified in [draft-sip-publish] and if processing of the SIP request was successful continue with next step;

5. store the PoC settings; and,

6. send SIP 200 “OK” response to the SIP PUBLISH request.

When the SIP/IP Core corresponds with 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS, the PoC Server SHALL use 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS session mechanisms as specified in [3GPP TS 24.229] / [3GPP2 X.S0013.4] with the clarifications given in this subclause. 

B.2 Originating Filter Criteria
