6.2.4     PoC Client receiving an Instant Personal Alert

Upon receiving a SIP MESSAGE request containing the PoC feature tag '+g.poc.talkburst' in the Accept-Contact header field and a non-anonymous Authenticated Originator’s PoC Address, the PoC Client SHALL:



1. 
2. generate a SIP 200 “OK” response according to the rules and procedures specified in [RFC3428].
3. send the SIP 200 “OK” response towards the PoC Server according to rules and procedures of SIP/IP Core.
4. optionally indicate to the PoC User that a Instant Personal Alert is received.

The PoC Client MAY use the procedures specified in subclause 6.1.4.2.2 “PoC Client initiates an Ad-hoc PoC Group Session and 1-1 PoC Session” or in subclause 6.1.4.3.1 “Ad-hoc PoC Group Session and 1-1 PoC Session setup” to initiate a 1-1 PoC Session with the PoC User identified in the Authenticated Originator’s PoC Address.
When the SIP/IP Core corresponds with 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS, the PoC Client SHALL use 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS requirements, mechanisms, and procedures specified in [3GPP TS 24.229] / [3GPP2 X.P0013.4] with the clarifications given in this subclause.
