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1 Reason for Contribution

The UP document to day describes the actions to do when the General state machine in the PoC Server is created as follows:

6.4.3.1.1    PoC Session initialization

When a PoC Session is initiated as described in Error! Reference source not found. the PoC Server:

SHALL create an instance of the general talk burst operation state machine;

1. MAY start the T4 (Inactivity timer); and,

2. MAY start T7 (TB_Idle) timer.

NOTE:
T4 and T7 are started if the PoC Session establishment does not include an implicit Talk Burst request. 

3. SHALL set the general state to ‘G: TB_Idle’.
Since the state-machine is created when the 1:st SIP session is established. The 1:st SIP session is:

· A ad-hoc;

· 1-1

· instant group; or,

· The 1:st party joining a chat.

In the Ad-hoc, 1-1 and instant group cases the SIP INVITE request (or REFER when applicable) is an implicit floor request.

When the 1:st party joins a chat local policy may decide not to interpret this as an implicit floor request. Since the user is the 1:st there is no meaning to send a Talk Burst Grant message. 

Local policy may also decide not to interpret joining an ongoing chat to be a implicit floor request.

Top reflect the above this contribution make some modifications necessary to make this clear and consistent in the document.
Further, an error exists in the 6.4.3.1.1 PoC Session initialization as follows:

The list of actions indicates the state should be set to G: TB_Idle and forgets the actions associated to the setting. In the PoC Server the actions related to a state change is included in sub-clauses named “Enter state ….”

2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution makes the necessary changes to clarify the chat group case and correct the error in general state machine:

· A note introduced to clarify the chat group case in 6.4.1
· 6.4.3.1.1 is rewritten to be aligned with how the state machine is described in the PoC Server

· The chat group case is inserted in the 6.4.4.1 Start-stop state for the basic operations.

3 Proposal

6.4.1        Controlling PoC function procedures at PoC Session initialization

When a PoC Session is established, a new instance of the PoC Server state machine for general talk burst operation is created for the PoC Session.  The PoC Server state machine for general talk burst operation SHALL transition to the ‘G: TB_Idle’ state. 

As each member is added to the PoC Session, new instances of the PoC Server state machine for basic talk burst operation to the PoC Client are created for each PoC Client. The PoC Server state machine for basic talk burst operation to the PoC Client SHALL transition to the ‘U: not permitted and TB_Idle’ state.  
If the original SIP INVITE / SIP REFER request is treated as an implicit Talk Burst Request, the PoC Server state machine for basic talk burst operation to the PoC Client for that client SHALL behave as if a TBCP Talk Burst Request message has been received except when 
a local policy in the PoC Server decides to not interpret the initialization of a Chat PoC Group session as an implicit talk burst request.
6.4.3.1.1    PoC Session initialization

When a PoC Session is initiated as described in Error! Reference source not found. the PoC Server:

4. SHALL create an instance of the general talk burst operation state machine;

5. If the PoC Session establishment is interpreted as an implicit talk burst request the PoC Server:

a. SHALL perform the actions described in subclause 6.4.3.2.2 “Receive TBCP Talk Burst Request message (R: TB_Request)”.
6. If a local policy in the PoC Server decides that the PoC Session establishment does not include an implicit talk burst request the PoC Server:
a. SHALL perform the actions described in the subclause 6.4.3.2.1 “Enter state ‘G: TB_Idle”
b.

6.4.4.1    State ‘Start-stop’

In this state no SIP Session exists between the PoC Server and an associated PoC Client.

When a SIP Session is established the PoC Server:

8. SHALL perform the actions described in the sub-clause 6.4.4.4.1 “Enter the state ’U: permitted’ state” if a PoC Session is initiated by the associated PoC Client;

9. If the associated PoC Client joins an ongoing PoC Session the PoC Server:

a. SHALL perform the actions described in the sub-clause 6.4.4.4.1 “Enter the state ’U: permitted’ state” if the PoC Client is given the permission to talk;
b. SHALL perform the actions described in the sub-clause 6.4.4.3.1 “Enter the ’U: not permitted and TB_Taken’ state” if another PoC Client has the permission to send a talk burst; or,
c. MAY perform the actions described in the subclause 6.4.4.2.1 “Enter the ‘U: not permitted and TB_Idle state” when the PoC Session is a Chat PoC Group.
10. If the PoC Client is invited to a PoC Session the PoC Server

a. SHALL perform the actions described in the sub-clause 6.4.4.3.1 “Enter the ’U: not permitted and TB_Taken’ if another PoC Client has permission to send a talk burst; or

b. SHALL perform the actions described in the sub-clause 6.4.4.2.1 “Enter the ’U: not permitted and TB_Idle’ state” if no other PoC Client has the permission to send a talk burst.

When the SIP Session is terminated (in any state) the PoC Server SHALL enter the ‘Start-stop’ state.
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5 Recommendation

It is recommended that the proposed text in chapter 3 is included in the next version of the UP document. 
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
